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Back Panels Divider Panels

a) Insert short wooden dowels (#2) into one side of Divider Panels (#E). Repeat once.
b) Connect Shelf (#C) to Divider Panels (#E) with longer wooden dowels (#3).

c) Align and connect Top and Bottom Panels (#A) to Divider Panels (#E).

d) Align one Side Panel (#B) and secure with screws (#1). Slide in Back Panels (#D).
e) Join remaining Side Panel (#B) and secure with screws (#1).
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Apply a dab of glue Top
into dowel holes of
panels before
inserting dowels
(#2, #3).
